A. ORDINANCE NO. 2883, AMENDING THE LMC TO REQUIRE SPECIAL
PROPERTY USE PERMITS FOR PUBLIC OR GOVERNMENTAL HOUSING
AUTHORITIES
Ordinance Number 2883 amends Section 19.52.030(2) of the Longview Municipal Code (Zoning
Ordinance) relative to land uses permitted in the D-C Downtown Commerce District. Under the
present use regulations, offices of governmental agencies and governmental and social service




organizations are required to obtain a special property use permit from the city council prior to
operating within this use district. Language within the current regulations do not define public or
governmental housing authorities, and also does not specifically categorize housing authorities as
being similar to either a “governmental agency” or a “social service agency”.

The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on this petition on February 4, 2004, and
forwarded a recommendation of approval to the City Council. Preparation of this ordinance was
directed by the Council at their February 26, 2004 meeting.

14. CITY MANAGER’S REPORT

A. SET PUBLIC HEARING (04/08/04), ALLEY BLOCK 43, L.1.D. #344

On May 8, 2003, the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 2856 establishing Local Improvement
District No. 344 to improve the alley located between 9" Avenue and 10" Avenue, from Hemlock
Street to Florida Street (within Block 43, Plant of Longview No. 15 and Assessor’s Plat No. 6).
The ordinance was based upon a preliminary project plan and estimate, and a preliminary
assessment roll totaling $76,800 presented at a public hearing on the proposed L.1.D. held on
April 24, 2003.

The L.1.D improvements have been constructed, certified complete by the City Engineer, and
accepted by the City Council. It is now time to hold a public hearing to adopt the final
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assessment roll to pay for the actual costs of the improvements. Staff recommends that a public
hearing for L.1.D. No. 344 be set for April 8, 2004, to consider the final assessment roll for the
L.1.D. The final assessment roll submitted for consideration totals $75,000, a savings of $1,800
from the preliminary assessment roll.

B. CONSIDER AMENDMENT TO PARATRANSIT SERVICES CONTRACT
The City of Longview currently contracts with Paratransit Services to provide paratransit services
for the Community Urban Bus Service in conformance with federal law. The proposed contract
amendment increases the overall number of paratransit vehicles leased and operated by
Paratransit Services from eight (8) to nine (9) vehicles, and authorizes an increase in the flat
monthly rate paid to Paratransit Services from $21,515 to $21,907. The proposed amendment
would take effect March 15, 2004.

Cowlitz Transit Authority (CTA) board members have authorized the CTA Chairperson to
execute the amendment on behalf of the CTA.

FINANCIAL SUMMARY:
The CTA reimburses the City for all transit related costs and will cover this fee increase and other
costs associated with operating one additional paratransit vehicle.

HELD THURSDAY, FEBRUARY 26, 2004

1. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor McCrady.

2. INVOCATION/FLAG SALUTE
The invocation was pronounced by Roger Schaeren, Central Christian Church. The Pledge of
Allegiance was recited.

3. ROLL CALL

4. APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES

On a motion duly made and passed, the reading of the minutes of the regular Council
meeting held February 12, 2004, copies of which had been submitted to the Mayor and
members of the City Council, was waived and the minutes were approved as if read.

5. CHANGES/REVISIONS TO THE AGENDA

Mayor McCrady stated an updated agenda summary sheet for item 9.A., Planning Commission
Recommendation PC-2004-1, had been passed out to Council and staff; this document clarified
staff’s recommendation to Council to adopt a text amendment to the LMC.

6. PRESENTATIONS & AWARDS

A. Proclamation: Celebration of Literacy.
Mayor McCrady invited Altrusa Club representative Linda McNair to stand while he read this
Proclamation. The week of February 29 through March 6, 2004, was declared Literacy Week in
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the City of Longview. The Proclamation encouraged residents to participate in reading activities
to help promote lifelong literacy.

Mrs. McNair stated the week would be celebrated with book readings, story telling, book sales,
puppet shows. An international night and culture night are planned, as well as discussions on the
travels of Lewis & Clark. Mrs. McNair invited citizens to participate in these events to promote
reading.

B. Introduction of Lower Columbia Contractors Association 2004 President Kim Adamson and
Executive Director Linda Praast.

Assistant Director of Community Development John Brickey introduced new officials for the
Lower Columbia Contractors Association, stating the Association has been a valuable partner in
developing regulations pertaining to safety and service. Linda Praast has assumed the Executive
Director position. Ms. Praast said she is new to the area, is enjoying the amenities, and is
looking forward to a productive relationship with the City of Longview. 2004 Association
president Kim Adamson thanked Council for the introduction, and assured Council the
Association would be happy to continue to assist in drafting ordinances.

7. CONSTITUENTS' COMMENTS

A. Mr. Wagle’s Observations.
L. S. Wagle, 1705 — 18", reiterated his opinions regarding the invocation prior to the Council
meetings, prayer in public buildings, and the Longview Police Chaplain.

B. Kudos to City Workers.

Longview resident Ray Van Tongeran complimented city crews for their prompt response to two
problems near his residence: his street light was quickly replaced and his sidewalk was
surveyed.

8. PUBLIC HEARINGS - None.

9. BOARD & COMMISSION RECOMMENDATIONS

A. Planning Commission Recommendation (PC 2004-1), Text Amendment to LMC, Special
Property Use Permit, D-C Zoning District.

On February 4, 2004, the Planning Commission reviewed a proposed text amendment to LMC
19.52.030. The proposed text amendment seeks to require public or governmental housing
authorities to obtain a special property use permit if they are locating within the Downtown
Commerce (D-C) District. This property use had not specifically been listed in LMC 19.52.030
when adopted, and a difference of opinion arose regarding whether it was a permissible use or
should require application for a Special Property Use Permit. The following is a brief history of
the issue:

In February 2002, members of the Longview Downtowners asserted that a “housing authority” is
similar in nature to a government agency or a governmental service provider. The Downtowners
further maintained that the scope of services provided by the Longview Housing Authority are

also similar in nature to a “social service” organization. As such, the Downtowners believed that
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these land uses should be required to obtain a Special Property Use permit from the City
Council. Community Development Department staff reviewed the intent of the language of
LMC 19.52.020 and 19.52.030, and its applicability to “housing authorities.”

Community Development staff analyzed the policies and objectives of the Longview Downtown
Plan and their applicability to this specific land use. Staff found that the intent of the Longview
Downtown Plan is to create a land use mix that is cohesive and well-integrated with the intended
prime uses of property in the central core area of the city. Staff further evaluated the functions
of the Longview Housing Authority and determined that it operates as a use whose activities are
not dissimilar from private rental agencies and real estate offices, and not exclusively as a
“governmental agency.” Therefore, staff believed that “public or governmental housing
authorities” land uses locating within the Downtown Commerce District promotes the goals,
policies, and implementation strategies of the Longview Downtown Plan. The Community
Development staff determined that the housing authority’s proposed use was permissible under
the provisions of LMC 19.52.020.

Assistant Director of Community Development John Brickey explained that the Downtowners
disagreed with this decision and made an appeal to the Appeal Board of Adjustment; this body
upheld staff’s decision.

Council subsequently supported the opinion of the Downtowners that this use should require a
Special Property Use Permit and directed the Planning Commission to consider a text
amendment that would require “public or governmental housing authorities” to apply for Special
Property Use Permits to locate in the Downtown Commerce (D-C) District. The Planning
Commission held its required public hearing on the text amendment. There was no audience
participation at the public hearing. The Planning Commission therefore recommended Council
adopt the text amendment as proposed.

Councilman Weber moved to concur with the Planning Commission’s recommendation to
amend the text as described; this motion was seconded by Councilman Anagnostou.

Councilman Weber noted this amendment was spurred by his and Councilwoman Stockard’s

desire to clarify the permitted uses in the code, and promote the focus on retail sales in the
Downtown core area.

Upon a vote duly held, the motion to concur with the Planning Commission’s
recommendation was unanimously approved.

10. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS

A. Ordinance No. 2878, Amending LMC Relating to the Deposit and Removal of Trash in City
Receptacles.

An Ordinance amending Chapter 7.12 of the Longview Municipal Code by the enactment of new
sections to be designated as section 7.12.090, prohibiting the deposit of materials into solid
waste and/or recycling receptacles by non-customers of the city’s disposal service, and section
7.12.100 prohibiting removal of materials from solid waste and recycling receptacles of any
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materials except by the city’s solid waste/recycling contractor, the City Sanitary Department, or
the depositor of such materials. The foregoing Ordinance was introduced and read by title only.

City Attorney Dave Spencer advised the purpose of this Ordinance was two-fold: the first
section prohibits unauthorized people from depositing trash in City cans, which is designed to
keep people from outside the city from dumping trash in containers without paying for the
service. The second section is to prevent unauthorized people from retrieving materials from the
trash. This action was prompted by the Police Department, stating this would help prevent
identify theft. Investigations have revealed that thieves look for credit card receipts or other
personal information that has been discarded; this can give a thief sufficient information to work
with. Mr. Spencer acknowledged the Police Department has said the provisions of this
Ordinance will be difficult to enforce, but officers will try.

Councilwoman Stockard moved adoption of the foregoing ordinance which motion was
seconded by Councilman Jensen and on a vote duly held and recorded with 7 **Aye"" votes
by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber,
Stockard, and Weber and no *"*Nay"* votes, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and
passed, affixed his signature of approval thereon and the ordinance was assigned the No.
2878.

Following the vote on this matter, several constituents expressed a desire to comment on this
issue.

Glenn Smith, 3297 Olive Way, wondered whether Longview did not already have an ordinance
prohibiting dumpster diving. He felt the City had entered into a sweetheart agreement with
Waste Control whereby Waste Control gets to keep all the recyclable materials. He felt this
Ordinance would only further benefit Waste Control.

Several young people questioned the passage of this Ordinance, expressing a belief that
dumpster diving benefits many homeless people by supplementing their food and income. One
pointed out that identity theft is already illegal; therefore, it is unnecessary to pass an Ordinance
prohibiting dumpster diving to prevent identity theft.

Downtown business owner Joy Harris stated it was disconcerting to check on her business late at
night and see individuals going through her container and spreading trash all over. However, she
also said she could understand the viewpoint of those people who pick through the trash; she
thought perhaps these individuals could work an arrangement with the businesses with the most
desirable garbage where they could access it for valuables prior to deposit in the alley cans.

Marvin Kallwick spoke about items he has retrieved from dumpsters, primarily to obtain parts
for bicycles and equipment. He asked if he would be busted for continuing to do this.

City Attorney Dave Spencer advised Mr. Kallwick his act would be a civil infraction.

Chief Bob Burgreen was asked to give a brief presentation on the need for this Ordinance, which
had been drafted pursuant to request by the police department. The Chief said Sgt. Dean
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Stafford recently has been assigned to identity theft cases. Sgt. Stafford has investigated six
such cases, each with multiple victims, involving hundreds of affected individuals. For all six of
these cases, information has been gathered from two sources: (1) mail theft; and (2) removal of
materials from dumpsters. Chief Burgreen added that with just a little bit of personal
information, a thief can go on the internet and find out much more detail on an individual and
start creating havoc with their finances. At present, when officers respond to a dumpster-diving
call, there is nothing they can do.

Eric McDaniel, Olympia Way resident, suggested it should be the responsibility of the citizens
discarding trash to protect themselves and make sure their personal information is shredded or
destroyed. Why punish the homeless people for these six cases of identity theft?

B. Ordinance No. 2879, Amending LMC Relating to Enforcement of Ordinance No. 2878._

An Ordinance amending sections 1.30.045, and subsection (6) of section 1.30.050 of the
Longview Municipal Code, relating to the enforcement of regulations of the city by the issuance
of Notices of Civil Infraction. This ordinance allows Community Service Officers of the police
department and the Director of the Department of Public Works, or employees of such
department, to issue such Notices of Civil Infraction. The foregoing Ordinance was introduced
and read by title only.

Councilwoman Leber moved adoption of the foregoing ordinance which motion was
seconded by Councilman Weber.

Councilman Jensen noted he initially had some reservations about these two Ordinances,
inasmuch as he realizes aluminum is a valuable recycling commodity. He attended the crime
meeting with Chief Burgreen and is aware of the problem. Part of the Councilmember’s job is to
make difficult decisions. He indicated he would vote “yes” on this Ordinance.

Advising he had also attended the meeting on identity theft, Councilman DiRe-Day recalled that
it is the fastest-growing crime in the nation, and Washington State is number 5 or 6 in the
country in these type of crime. In addition, those six local cases involved financial records of
almost 1,000 people.

Councilwoman Stockard commended the youth who spoke against the Ordinance for their
eloquence, and reiterated Council’s job is to make decisions based on the good of the whole.
She also said this community has other means to feed and support homeless individuals; these
Ordinances will not take away their only option.

City Attorney Spencer noted that Waste Control uses the revenue earned by selling the
recyclables to off-set charges to the City. Thus, Waste Control is not benefiting from the
community’s recyclables, the community is.

Councilman Anagnostou stated he did not feel it necessary to make criminals out of those who
remove bicycles and bolts; the community already has enough criminals. He felt the Ordinance
could be better crafted. He will vote against adoption of this Ordinance.
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Mayor McCrady agreed he could not see incarcerating people who are only removing bolts and
small parts from the trash. On the other hand, he understands the purpose of the Ordinance is to
give the Police another tool with which to combat this crime.

Upon a vote duly held and recorded with 6 ""Aye"" votes by Mayor McCrady and
Councilmembers DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, Stockard, and Weber and one ""Nay"* vote by
Councilman Anagnostou, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and passed, affixed
his signature of approval thereon and the ordinance was assigned the No. 2879.

C. Ordinance No. 2880, Final Assessment Roll for Alley Block 75 Improvements (LID #346).
An Ordinance approving and confirming the assessments and assessment roll for Local
Improvement District No. 346 of the City of Longview, and levying and assessing the amounts
thereof against the several lots, tracts, parcels of land and other property as shown on said
assessment roll, said Local Improvement District No. 346 having been created under Ordinance
No. 2863. The foregoing Ordinance was introduced and read by title only.

Councilman Jensen moved adoption of the foregoing ordinance which motion was
seconded by Councilman DiRe-Day, and on a vote duly held and recorded with 7 ""Aye"
votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber,
Stockard, and Weber and no "*Nay"* votes, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and
passed, affixed his signature of approval thereon and the ordinance was assigned the No.
2880.

D. Ordinance No. 2881, Final Assessment Roll for 2003 Non-Compliance Sidewalks (Sidewalk

Construction Fund #21).

An Ordinance approving and confirming the assessments and assessment roll of Sidewalk
Construction Fund No. 21 for the construction and installation of cement concrete sidewalks
within the City of Longview in accordance with Resolution No. 1771, and levying and assessing
the amounts thereof, according to the benefit, against the several lots, tracts, and parcels of land
as shown on said roll. The foregoing Ordinance was introduced and read by title only.

Councilwoman Leber moved adoption of the foregoing ordinance which motion was
seconded by Councilwoman Stockard and on a vote duly held and recorded with 7 "*Aye™
votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber,
Stockard, and Weber and no "*Nay"* votes, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and
passed, affixed his signature of approval thereon and the ordinance was assigned the No.
2881,

E. Ordinance No. 2882, Amending LMC Chapter 16.40 to Provide for “Government Public
Service” Billboards.

An Ordinance amending chapter 16.40 of the Longview Municipal Code by the addition of a
new section thereto to be designated as section 16.40.130. This ordinance provides for the
erection, maintenance and use of “governmental/public service” advertising structures or
billboards and exempts such structures or billboards from the provisions of chapter 16.40. The
foregoing Ordinance was introduced and read by title only.
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City Manager Ivey stated adoption of this Ordinance will provide the legal footing for the City to
proceed with constructing its own billboard for advertising the Mint Farm and other civic matters
of interest to the community. This action is proposed in response to a Council directive
regarding advertising the community.

Olive Way resident Glenn Smith voiced his opinion that this Ordinance is self-serving; Mr. Ivey
agreed indeed it was.

Noting the community already has reached its limit for billboards, Councilman DiRe-Day noted
the Ordinance exempts this government sign from that limit.

Councilwoman Stockard moved adoption of the foregoing ordinance which motion was
seconded by Councilman Weber and on a vote duly held and recorded with 7 "*Aye" votes
by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber,
Stockard, and Weber and no ""Nay"* votes, the Mayor declared the ordinance adopted and
passed, affixed his signature of approval thereon and the ordinance was assigned the No.
2882.

11. MAYOR'S REPORTS

A. Sacajawea Statue Presentation.

Mayor McCrady introduced representatives of local sculptor, Tag Richards, to present a status
report on the Sacajawea Statue. Mrs. Patti Richards, Dr. Don Fuesler, and Karen Morse gathered
at the podium.

Mrs. Richards reported the sculpture committee has formed its 501(c)(3) organization and has
conducted some fund raising. They have submitted three grant applications, two of which were
rejected, and the third is still being evaluated. They are preparing three additional grant
applications to different funding sources. Some fund-raising events are planned for the summer.
They would like to move forward with fund-raising.

In case adequate funds cannot be raised, Mrs. Richards said Tag had prepared an alternative to
constructing the entire statue at once — a “phasing in” of the statue so part of the statue could be
in place during the Lewis & Clark Bicentennial festivities, and the balance could be constructed
when funds become available. Mrs. Richards showed Council a scale model of the alternative
design, which consisted of the head and shoulders of Sacajawea and infant son Pomp placed on a
base. Large boulders would be placed surrounding the statue. According to Mrs. Richards, the
boulders would be historical because they would be brought in from a nearby, actual Lewis &
Clark campsite. The scale of the statue is two times life size. This portion of the statue would
still convey the artist’s vision and be an authentic tribute to the Lemhi people.

There was some discussion regarding where the contract currently is and its status. Mrs.
Richards advised the first contract presented was not an official contract and should be
discarded. Their official contract was presented to the city in November. She said they are
waiting to hear back from the City on this.
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Dr. Don Fuesler, 1308 Indian Hills Drive, stated he had been working with the project since its
conception. The committee is very interested in seeing Longview have this piece of art. It will
be quite an attraction and will draw many tourists to town. He noted that $8-million had been
made available to spend to upgrade Lewis & Clark parks and attractions on both sides of the
Columbia River.

Dr. Fuesler further stated the committee has not yet been very active in fund raising, although it
has approached Congressman Baird for a commitment, and he was receptive to helping them
obtain funding. To date too much time has been spent trying to work out details with the Parks
Department and the City of Longview. The committee would like to proceed to the fund-raising
part of the project, and, while they would like to see Longview receive the statue, if someone
else wants the statue and is willing to pay for it, they may be forced to go in a different direction.
They want to see the statue become a reality, and hold out hope the statue may someday be
completed in its entirety.

Dr. Fuesler commented that the committee is ready to move forward in raising funds for the
project. The committee asks for help and cooperation in placement of the statue, and, if
necessary, the City’s help in fund raising.

City Attorney Spencer said he had reviewed the contract, made his comments and returned the
contract to Rich Bemm. Mr. Bemm said staff had reviewed the new contract and submitted the
changes to the City Attorney, but that management had been waiting to get an update on the
status of the fund-raising before returning the contract; tonight’s update was supposed to have
taken place in January. Mrs. Richards said the sculpture organization had been waiting for a
commitment from the City prior to engaging actively in fundraising.

City Manager Ivey commented that staff has been struggling to stay on top of the project since it
has been ongoing for so long. A certain dollar amount was supposed to have been raised by the
committee prior to further commitment by the City to the project. He emphasized the City
would like the artwork, and said it would be better for both parties to work together rather work
against each other.

The Mayor stated the report was only five weeks late. Another item that needs to be finalized is
the location of the artwork. Councilman Anagnostou expressed a desire to obtain the statue,
however felt the City may miss the Bicentennial celebration if fundraising is a problem.

Dr. Fuesler stated the group would like a commitment from the City prior to further fund raising
efforts. The contract would firm up these details. Mrs. Richards was encouraged to make an
appointment with City Manager Ivey, City Attorney Spencer, and Director of Parks and
Recreation Rich Bemm to iron out the details of the contract, establish some timelines, and get
this matter settled.

Mrs. Richards expressed confusion about the November 2004 deadline for fundraising to be
completed. Councilwoman Leber said the deadlines were mutually agreed-upon at the workshop
in August, 2002. Mrs. Richards said she did not take notes at that meeting and had not been
furnished a copy of any notes. She believed the sculpture committee had met all their
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obligations to the City and were waiting for the City to act. Rich Bemm will provide her with a
copy of those workshop minutes.

The Mayor and Councilman Jensen expressed their belief that all concerns could be taken care of
if Mrs. Richards would come in and meet with City Manager lvey, City Attorney Spencer, and
Director of Parks & Recreation Rich Bemm.

Chief Snyder of the Chinook River Tribe expressed his happiness that the City of Longview is
interested in the statue of Sacajawea. He said he has seen many statues of Sacajawea, but never
seen a face as authentic as the one Tag has created.

Longview resident and playwright Caroline Wood described this project as a long journey.
“When you look at the statue, keep the faith, and we will get through the journey.”

At 8:34 p.m. the Mayor declared a brief recess. The meeting was reconvened at 8:43 p.m.

14. CITY MANAGER'S REPORTS

A. Jail Services Agreement Amendment, Board of Cowlitz County Commissioners.

City Manager Ivey introduced this item by first commending Cowlitz County for proceeding to
construct a new jail -- “Good for you!” Cowlitz County officials Jeff Rasmussen, County
Commissioner, and Bill Weiss, Corrections Superintendent, were in attendance to answer any of
Council’s questions.

The Commissioners have asked the City to enter into an extension of the current Jail Services
contract with the same terms and conditions for an additional two year period, through December
31, 2008. The purpose of this extension would allow the County adequate time to develop a
history of the operations cost prior to negotiating a new contract for the new facility.

Commissioner Rasmussen said the new jail should be opening in September 2005. The potential
exists that the cost of incarceration could go down. The contract currently calls for a rebate if
costs are lower than projected. The new jail design will allow more jail beds without increasing
staff, which should reduce costs. Mr. Rasmussen said it was important to have “its biggest
customer (Longview) on board for at least another three years.”

Bill Weiss was asked about staffing at the new facility. He did not anticipate adding any
additional personnel. He could not give a good estimate of the number of staff, since many
variables affect how many people are needed at a given time.

Assistant City Manager Bob Gregory advised the sum of $735,000 has been budgeted for jail
services for the next year.

The old jail on the third floor of the Hall of Justice will be used to house work release and other
minimum security inmates. Up to 75 people could be housed in this space. Councilman Jensen
said he was happy to hear that the old jail space would be used.

City Manager Ivey recommended Council authorize him to enter into this contract extension on
behalf of the City of Longview.
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On a motion made by Councilwoman Stockard, seconded by Councilman Weber, and
unanimously passed with 7 ""Aye™ votes by Mayor McCrady and Councilmembers
Anagnostou, DiRe-Day, Jensen, Leber, Stockard and Weber, the City Manager's
recommendation was accepted and approved.

B. Adoption of 2004 Council Goals.

The draft document recapping Council 2004 Goals and report of the Retreat were reviewed last
Council meeting. Three comments were received in connection with the draft goals and those
minor revisions suggested were made to the goals document. No changes were made to the
report covering Council’s 2004 Goal-Setting Retreat.

City Manager Ivey recommended Council accept the 2004 Goals as amended and the report of
Goal-Setting Retreat as presented, subject to final review by Council.

It was moved by Councilman DiRe-Day, seconded by Councilwoman Leber, to adopt the
2004 Council Goals and Report of Goal-Setting Retreat as amended. Upon a vote duly
held, the motion was unanimously passed.

Inquiring about Council’s goal to study the feasibility of an outdoor pool, including Catlin Pool,
Marvin Kallwick asked how he could get involved with the study.

C. Contract for Design, Fabrication and Installation of Government/Public Service Billboard.
Pursuant to direction given by Council, staff has been investigating the possibility of leasing a
billboard sign from Viacom or other acquisition of a billboard. Viacom proposed to lease the
City a billboard at $800 per month for a five-year period. Unfortunately, this sign was not
situated in a favorable location.

Clarks Sign Service, owned by Dale L. Clark, was the only billboard company in the area which
would build and sell a sign to the City; other area companies retained ownership of the sign and
leased them out. Clarks Sign Service proposed constructing a custom billboard for the City on
land adjacent to Tennant Way. This property is owned by Lakeside Industries, who graciously
agreed to a long-term easement. The dimensions of the sign will be 14’ x 48” and will cost
$72,000. The vinyl sheets containing the advertising text and pictures will cost from $2,000 to
$2,500 each, although small overlays can be affixed to the vinyl for emphasis.

City Manager Ivey recommended Council authorize him to enter into a sole-source contract with
Clarks Sign Service on behalf of the City.

It was moved by Councilman Jensen, seconded by Councilman Anagnostou, to accept the
City Manager’s recommendation. Upon a vote duly held, the motion was unanimously
approved.

SUMMARY STATEMENT:

Ordinance Number 2883 amends Section 19.52.030(2) of the Longview Municipal Code (Zoning Ordinance)
relative to land uses permitted in the D-C Downtown Commerce District. Under the present use regulations,
offices of governmental agencies and governmental and social service organizations are required to obtain a
special property use permit from the city council prior to operating within this use district. Language within the
current regulations do not define public or governmental housing authorities, and also does not specifically

categorize housing authorities as being similar to either a “governmental agency” or a “social service agency”.

The Planning Commission conducted a public hearing on this petition on February 4, 2004, and forwarded a
recommendation of approval to the City Council. Preparation of this ordinance was directed by the Council at

their February 26, 2004 meeting.

ORDINANCE NO. _ 2883

An Ordinance amending Title 19 of the Longview Municipal Code, the
Zoning Ordinance, reading as hereinafter set forth, by changing the uses
permitted only after approval and grant of a special property use permit by the
city council. The purpose of this Ordinance is to regulate public and
governmental housing authorities locating within the D-C use district.

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission, after conducting public hearings
as required by law, have recommended the following amendment to Title 19 of
the Longview Municipal Code, officially designated as the Zoning Ordinance of

the City of Longview, originally adopted by Ordinance No. 1334 of said city; and

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the land uses permitted only after
approval and grant of a special property use permit by the city council does not
specifically identify public or governmental housing authorities as being similar

in nature to a government agency or government service provider; and

WHEREAS, the Council further finds that the intent of the language
contained within this section does not address a “public or government
housing authority”, or whether such land uses would be considered

appropriate within this use district without public review; and

WHEREAS, the Council further finds that there is a need to address this
issue by amending LMC 19.52.030(2) to require further public review of public

or governmental housing authorities locating within the D-C use district; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that said amendment
should be adopted:

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council of the City of Longview,

Washington, do ordain as follows:



SECTION 1. That Subsection (2) of Section 19.52.030 of the Longview

Municipal Code, shall be, and is hereby, amended to read as follows:

Public facilities and services including government buildings and offices,
administrative offices of government agencies, governmental and social service
organizations, public or governmental housing authorities;

SECTION 2. This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and

after thirty (30) days from the date of its passage and publication.
