NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the City of Longview is proposing a Substantial Amendment to its 
2009-2013 Consolidated Plan for the CDBG program in order to include the Progress Center Addition.  
The Progress Center provides health services to children as a Level 1 Neuromuscular Development Clinic 
serving developmentally disabled infants and toddlers in Cowlitz and Wahkiakum Counties.  This 
addition will provide rooms to expand services for birth-school-aged children on an outpatient basis for 
motor, sensory integration and speech therapy including services to children with autism.  The Longview 
City Council allocated $100,000 in 2010 Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funding at their 
April 22nd Council meeting for a stand alone addition to the Progress Center existing facility located at 
1600 3rd Avenue, Longview, WA.  This project was originally included in the 2004-2008 Consolidated 
Plan but was not constructed.  The Consolidated Plan is required in order to plan housing, community 
facilities, public facilities, economic development projects, and public services and priorities for program 
years 2009-2013 and was adopted in June, 2009. 
 
The Consolidated Plan will add the following amendment “Improve Public/Community Facilities for 
persons with disabilities; SL-.3.5 Progress Center Addition” with the Objective of a “Suitable Living 
Environment” and an Outcome of “Sustainability” under the existing Consolidated Plan Proposed 
Accomplishment of “Upgrading essential public infrastructure and community facilities in city 
neighborhoods to improve safety and quality of life”  
 
Pre-Award Funding will be requested for approval through HUD’s Seattle Regional Office for this project 
which is planned to begin July 1, 2010 because it is prior to the August 1, 2010 CDBG Program Year start 
date.  The Pre-Award funding will limit itself to existing CDBG funding currently available and will not 
impact other funding obligated to projects. 
 
A concurrent 30-day Public Comment Period is being held from May12-June 11 for the Proposed 
Substantial Amendment and Pre-Award Funding for the Progress Center.  A Public hearing which be held 
Thursday, May 27th at Longview City Hall, 1525 Broadway, Longview WA at 7 PM.
