Summer Concerts at the Lake
2005 Summary
History

In 1997 the summer concerts in the park were moved from Sunday to Thursday evenings at the Martins Dock area of Lake Sacajawea Park.  The emphasis was placed on a variety of diverse music for all ages in a family friendly environment.  During the past eight years the concerts have grown in popularity and become a social event enhancing community spirit.  In this intergenerational setting, families are strengthened by spending this time together.  During difficult financial times the concert series has been challenged to become self supporting.  This has been accomplished through the efforts of recreation staff members who have successfully solicited contributions.  In 2003, the concert series was presented a 3CMA SAVVY Award by the City-County Communications & Marketing Association for special event excellence.

Performers

The recreation staff attempts to vary the styles of music from year to year.  Our location between Portland and Seattle helps attract high quality bands and performers enroot between performances in larger cities.  The musicians speak highly of the park location and venue.
