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City of Longview Road Construction Project to Begin August 18, 2008
Improvements at the intersection of Industrial Way and Oregon Way (SR 432/433) as well as east of the railroad crossing along Industrial Way (SR 432) will begin on August 18.  The project is expected to be completed in late 2008.

Traffic disruptions and delays can be anticipated during the life of the project.  Single lane closures along Industrial Way (SR 432) should be expected during the hours of 9 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. eastbound, and from 7 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. westbound.  Traffic updates will be posted regularly on the City’s website at www.mylongview.com.
Partial closure of the intersection at Industrial Way and Oregon Way (SR 432/ SR 433) during the reconstruction can be expected. The reconstruction of the intersection is scheduled to start on September 22, 2008. Detours will be in place during the reconstruction of the intersection. Notice of detours will occur prior to work commencing. 
The improvements will include:

· Reconstruction of the intersection at Industrial Way and Oregon Way (SR 432/ SR 433) in concrete to increase the service life of the pavement. The improvements will convert one of the through westbound lanes to a left turn lane, widen the north side of Industrial Way (SR 432) to accommodate a two-way left turn lane, and modify the traffic signals along Industrial Way (SR 432) at Oregon Way (SR 433) and Columbia Boulevard. 
· Construction of an attached sidewalk on the north side will occur during the project. 
· Construction of storm drain and water improvements. 
· Overlay of approximately 2,500 feet of Industrial Way (SR 432) east of the railroad crossing.

The contract for improvements was awarded on July 24, 2008 to Tapani Underground, Inc. of Battle Ground, WA.
